Inspire Music 
Rock Steady
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This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.
	At Kimberley Primary School, we have weekly 45-minute Music lessons. We follow the Charanga Music Scheme which are informed by the Model Music Curriculum (non-statutory guidance for music teaching) and provide pupils with opportunities to: 
 - Listen to and evaluate music from diverse time periods and cultures. Learn how to create and control sound using their voices, as well as tuned and untuned instruments.
 - Understand how music is communicated through various notation systems.  
- Improvise and compose music. 
- Perform musically in front of audiences of varying sizes.
 An instrumental scheme is also delivered by Inspire Music Teaching and gives all pupils in KS2 an opportunity to learn and develop technical proficiency on a single instrument. This includes Ukuleles, p bones and flutes. 
A whole term of instrument teaching in FS2 and KS1 gives pupils an opportunity to learn an instrument. This includes recorders, boom whackers and handbells.
 Across the school, children have regular opportunities to learn to play a range of percussion instruments, Glockenspiels and keyboards in lesson time. Children sing a range of songs at our weekly ‘Singing Assemblies’. They learn these songs by heart and have opportunities to perform them when the whole school community, including parents, come together at our end of term services.
 Kimberley Primary School has access to the Nottinghamshire Music Hub.
 EYFS
 Music is an integral part of children’s learning journey. Children learn a wide range of songs and nursery rhymes and develop skills for performing together. Singing and music making opportunities are used frequently to embed learning, develop musical awareness and to demonstrate how music can be used to express feelings.
 SEND 
The Charanga scheme is designed to be inclusive, however when needed, teachers make carefully considered adaptions. Where necessary they direct adult support, use quality first teaching and make adaptions to environment and resources.

	Each year Kimberley Primary School has an extra-curricular choir who meet each week and then go out to perform in the community, for example at the Trust concert singing afternoon, singing at other local schools and at Kimberley library at Christmas.
 Our link with Inspire Music Teaching allows children in KS2 the opportunity to learn either the keyboard or acoustic guitar in weekly, paid tuition sessions. These children also can perform in school assemblies. This is offered free of charge to all children in KS2 who are eligible for pupil premium.


Part C: Musical experiences
.
	At Kimberley Primary School we have weekly 20-minute singing assemblies for all children. We learn songs that are in line with our school values and our Rights Respecting School status, along with up-to-date pop songs and themed songs such as World Book Day and the Football World Cup.
All year groups take part in their annual performance to parents which ranges from a nativity performance to a leavers concert in year 6.
One of the highlights of every school year is our whole school visit to the pantomime at Nottingham Playhouse. Children experience what it is like to visit a theatre and enjoy joining in with the songs, as well as being inspired by the music and other elements of live performance.



Part D: In the future

	Kimberley Primary school are looking to be involved with Rock Steady which will enable children to sign up for weekly drum, guitar or keyboard lessons and give them the opportunity to perform with their friends in regular ‘rock concerts’.
To subscribe to ‘Musician of the Month’, which is a scheme providing a six-year cycle of musicians for children to learn about each month. The musicians are selected from throughout history, with reference to protected characteristics, different backgrounds, experiences and musical style. Musicians studied range from classical composers such as Beethoven and Vivaldi to pioneers like Suffragette Ethel Smyth and popular artists such as Beyonce, Freddie Mercury and Elton John.
To join in with the national Young Voices concert, giving the children another opportunity to perform in a different venue with lots of other children.
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
